A quiet and well-lit playing area.
Each player should be online on Woogles 15 minutes before the start of their
respective sessions with working webcam and screen sharing links.

Each country will be placed in one of the five groups: A, B, C, D, and E based on
their time zones.
Pairs of groups will be formed: AB, AC, AD, AE, BC, and so on to form a pool. In
the Group stage, players will be playing within these pools. This ensures that any
player can play any other player in other groups throughout the Group stage.
Allocation of countries to groups:

o Group A: GMT +0:00 in November 2021

o Group B: GMT+1:00 to +2:00 in November2021

o Group C: GMT+3:00 to +7:00 in November 2021

o Group D: GMT+8:00 to +12:00 in November 2021

o Group E: GMT+-4:00 to -7:00 in November 2021
Each pool (AB, AC, AD BC, etc.) will play 8 games in every pool based on Swiss
pairings.
In each pool, the 8 games are composed of two 4-game sessions starting at the
same time on both weekends.
The results at the end of each session of each group will carry forward to the
next session.
Session start times for the 5 pools are staggered. The session times are generally
designed to prevent players from having to play at extreme hours. The schedule
is devised in a way that no player will be playing any session earlier than 7 am or
later than midnight (local times). But still, there may be some exceptions that
cannot be avoided.
The 4-game sessions will last for 2 hours

During the Swiss Pairing stage each player plays 32 games; 8 in each pool of
which the player is a member.

At the end of Swiss gameplay, each player’s four separate 8-game win + spread
records are aggregated to produce an overall 32-game win + spread record for
the player. The field is ranked accordingly.

8 finalists on basis of cumulative standings will be selected.



e Players will play a Knockout stage

e This Round will be played the next week after Group Stages on 4t and 5t
December 2021, possibly also on 3™ December

e The timings will be decided after the Group Stage’s results

e Quarterfinals and semi-finals will be best-of-five while the final will be best-of-

seven
